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COACHES CODE OF CONDUCT

All coaches play an important part in the development of the sport that they coach in addition to that of the individuals receiving their coaching. Quality coaches should aim to ensure that those participating in sport and related activities have a positive experience and thus are more likely to continue taking part and so ultimately achieve their potential. 2020 Community Sport CIC has a Code of Conduct that ensures that it provides a quality and professional service via its coaches. All of the coaches that hold recognised English Cricket Board (ECB) qualifications are required to adhere by the national ECB Code of Conduct. In addition to this all our coaches follow the general principles listed below which are also part of our policy and procedures for dealing with complaints:

· To respect and champion the rights of any individual to participate

· To have a professional relationship with players and other relevant individuals based on openness, honesty, mutual trust and respect

· To demonstrate proper personal behaviour and conduct at all times

· To provide maximum benefit to the players with the minimum of risks by attaining a high level of competence through appropriate qualifications and commitment to ongoing training that ensures satisfactory and correct practices (safeguarding training to be updated on an annual basis).
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
