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ANTI-BULLYING  POLICY
2020 Community Sport CIC considers bullying to be an unacceptable form of behaviour and is committed to dealing with any occurrences by encouraging the creation of an environment of mutual respect and conduct supported by relevant policies and procedures. 

2020 Community Sport CIC will:
· Recognise in its “duty of care” and its responsibility to safeguard all participants from harm, by operating this policy alongside its Child Protection and Safeguarding Policies.

· Seek to ensure that behaviour which could be defined as bullying is not acceptable and/or condoned

· Take action to investigate and respond appropriately to alleged incidences of bullying 

· Encourage and facilitate children, young people and any other participants to play an active part in developing and adopting a code of conduct to address bullying

· Ensure that coaches etc. have access to information and/or training on the issue of bullying

Each participant, coach, volunteer and other relevant individual will:

· Respect the needs of participants to have an environment where safety, security, praise and recognition, and opportunity for taking responsibility are available.

· Respect the feelings and views of others

· Recognise that everyone is important and that any differences make an individual special and should be both valued and celebrated

· Show appreciation of others by acknowledging individuals qualities, contributions etc 

· Be committed to the early identification of bullying and undertake prompt and relevant action to deal with it

· Ensure safety by policies/ procedures being carefully explained, accessible and available

· Report any incident of bullying that they may see or experience

2020 Community Sport CIC will seek to address all types of Bullying which can include:

· On/offline behaviour

· Physical behaviour i.e. pushing, kicking etc

· Emotional torment i.e. spreading of rumours, persistent teasing, humiliation etc

· Sexual  comments, suggestions or behaviour

2020 Community Sport CIC will provide support to participants:

· By making it clear who will listen to and support them both internally and externally 

· Anyone reporting an incident of bullying will be listened to carefully and be supported 

· Any reported incident of bullying will be investigated objectively, this will involve listening carefully to all those involved 

2020 Community Sport CIC will provide support to others i.e. parents/guardians etc 

· Provide information on their relevant policies and procedures

· Discuss any relevant incident with them ,including the action to be taken

· Provide information on relevant support etc that is available
