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HEALTH & SAFETY POLICY INFORMATION
Introduction

Health and Safety is an issue of major importance, especially with the existence of the general legal “Duty of Care” on all individuals, clubs and organisations to avoid carelessly causing injuries to persons. 2020 Community Sport CIC demonstrates its recognition and commitment to this within its Health and Safety Statement, Policy and Accident/Incident Reporting Form etc. 

Health and Safety Statement
2020 Community Sport CIC is committed to providing a safe environment for players, volunteers,  coaches and other relevant persons. It aims to promote good standards of health and safety and welfare and will ensure compliance with all relevant statutory provisions. It will ensure that suitable and sufficient risk assessments are carried out, that procedures and safe systems are implemented in accordance with all current statutory provisions and that all reasonable and practical measures are taken to avoid risk. Safe practices will be adopted and continuous improvement will be sought through regular audits and reviews. Appropriate instruction and training will be provided together with adequate resources to ensure that the successful management of health and safety is carried out by the organisation and that this policy is collectively implemented. This policy and procedures will be reviewed regularly and revised and updated as necessary.

Coaches are required to:

· Take reasonable care for their own health & safety and that of others who may be affected by what they do or not do 

· To identify hazards, assess the associated potential risks, then take appropriate action (this will be recorded on Risk Assessment template)
· To follow guidelines for both Normal and Emergency Operating Procedures
Normal Operating Procedures set out how all the various common functions of the organisation are carried out:
· Supervision of Junior sessions covering the identification of the number of qualified first aiders; numbers of qualified coaches required and the Coach to participant ratios. 
· Staffing Ratios -When relevant, nationally agreed minimum ratios for coaches for young people under the age of 18 years will be adhered to. In other circumstances decisions will be made depending on other issues such as the type of venue; age of players; levels of disability; numbers of volunteers and/or carers; actual activity; and experience and expertise of coaches etc

· First Aid - 2020 Community Sport CIC will ensure adequate first aid provision with qualified coaches equipped with first aid sets and telephones. 

· Junior Misbehaviour - Should unacceptable behaviour continue a final warning should be given by the Lead Coach. If rules are continually disobeyed the child should be asked to leave the session. The child’s parent/ guardian should be contacted and asked to pick them up, if they are not available then the child should be asked to sit by the side of the session put on warm clothing and have a drink

· Risk assessments  - these must be carried out for all on and off site activities and the relevant forms completed. 

· Injury and incident reporting - To comply with the Reporting of Injuries, Diseases and Dangerous Occurrence Regulations 1995, it is a legal requirement to immediately report all accidents and dangerous occurrence incidents. This requires the completion of a Incident/Accident Report form as well as an entry in the Premises Accident Book 

·  Erecting and Dismantling Equipment - equipment must be set up in accordance with best practice as defined by the sports governing body, manufacturers, suppliers and any training. 

Emergency Operating Procedures are the next level of processes and will be affected by the location of the activity. If the club is using hired facilities then the named officer should provide the emergency operating procedures:

· If someone needs first aid treatment a first aider should be quickly summoned which may be the coach. In the event of a minor injury e.g. small cut, graze, bumps, bruises,  appropriate First Aid action will be taken with provision for the injured person to rest or continue as appropriate; Recording of any incident or injury and completion of the accident book/ forms. If it is a major injury then arrangements for injured person to be taken to hospital or ring for an ambulance need to be made. Discretion will be used as to whether or not First Aid is administered. Telephoning of the next of kin and recording of  any incident or injury and complete the accident book/ form must take place
· If a theft occurs then the coach must complete an incident report form to record the name, address and telephone number of the person whom the theft has occurred against. The person should be asked if they wish the theft to be reported to the police. 

· Assault. Should an actual or alleged assault incident take place the senior coach or named contact at establishment should be informed. the incident should be investigated in an attempt to find the background factors that led to the assault and seek witnesses (names and addresses to be taken). If injury has been sustained, first aid should be provided and if necessary the ambulance and police service should be called. An incident report form should be completed. 

· Substance misuse. All persons found to be under the influence of drugs and/ or alcohol shall be escorted off the coaching site by the most senior coach/named contact available. Coaches must not place themselves at risk and in all such cases the police service should be summoned. In serious cases (i.e. unconscious casualty) the ambulance service must be called. During the interim period the casualty should be treated by a qualified first aider. In such cases discarded items such as drug packaging should be brought to the attention of the ambulance service; this information may be vital to the emergency services to enable them to provide the appropriate care and treatment. 

· Lost Person(s). In the event of losing a person an announcement should be made over the public address system requesting them to come to the meeting point. In the case of children, do not mention that they are lost. Should the lost person not be located after an extensive search it may be necessary to call the police service (i.e. vulnerable persons). 
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
